Use this form to outline ideas for your paper.  Before you begin, read it all the way through.  Don't feel like you have to start at the beginning—start wherever you have ideas.  Fill it out and then submit it in the prewriting assignment. 

	Before you get started, go to the Media Analysis Essay webpage and scroll down to the samples at the bottom.  Open one of the Paragraph Breakdown sample links.  As you work on each part, stop and read through that section in there.  Look at what is required in it and how it all comes together. 

→For best value, read out loud because you’ll understand more.←

	Introduction
This video advice on writing an introduction may help: Writing an Introduction: 3 Steps   

(Slideshow version)
	Write 3-4 sentences that discuss the overall topic. Basically, move people into the introduction.  

1 thesis sentence: Develop a final sentence in the paragraph that gives your thesis. 

Make sure that somewhere in there you give the name of the company and the title of the ad you are analyzing. 
	

	Description
Review prewriting 1 (video) for discussion of the description. 
	Really tell the story of it.  If it’s a video, start with something like this:
This ad starts with…

Then just tell what you see, what is said, what you hear, what you read, etc. from there on out.  

If you’ve picked a really long ad, you don’t need to give every detail, but your description should be at least one well-developed paragraph long, and no more than two paragraphs. 

Take your time with this.

Remember to cite.

	Conclusion
How does it all add up?
	You may summarize what you’ve said in 1-2 sentences. 

Explain how this is an example of things we see in more than just this one ad.  Is that good or bad?  

If it’s good, talk about how it helps to see the world this way or have an effect making things better.  

If it’s bad, talk about how we can watch out for this kind of thing and work to not repeat the mistake of it and why that’s important.

	You should have at least 3 citations: 

1 for the ad
2 sources from the schedule or the media analysis webpage that are marked with the asterisk

Organize them in alphabetical order by the first word in the citation. 

Read and follow the rules for what goes in the citation, how it’s punctuated, and how titles are treated.
